CRENSHAW FIGHTS ON FOR TAX REFORM
“Low Taxes Come from Low Spending”

WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw released the following statement a day ahead of tax filing day - April 15 - underscoring that he will fight on for lower taxes and comprehensive reforms to the nation’s outdated and complex tax code:

“As millions of Americans put the finishing touches on their tax returns, we are reminded that the government is spending too much, borrowing too much, and taxing too much. This year is no different.
“At a time when 15 million Americans remain unemployed and many more are struggling to make ends meet, Congress needs to work harder than ever to keep the federal budget in line. Federal, state and local taxes claim almost 27 percent of the average American’s income. That means most Americans have probably worked the first three months of this year just to pay their taxes. 

“Low taxes come from low government spending and serious fiscal responsibility paves the way to it. That’s why I voted against the Administration’s health care bill, the 2009 ‘Cap and Trade’ energy legislation, the 2010 federal budget, and why I so strongly oppose the 2011 budget plan. These big government plans stand to raise taxes higher than they already are and will hurt American pocketbooks and bank accounts for decades to come.
“A strong belief in fiscal responsibility is also why I have repeatedly backed ‘Fair Tax’ legislation and have co-sponsored this initiative for three Congress’s in a row. The bill would tackle a complex tax code and repeal all federal income related taxes, replacing them with a transparent personal consumption tax on goods and services. 
“It’s time for Washington to listen to the American people who understand the value of balancing their own budgets and put these concepts to work every day. They can be assured that as they work hard to pay the bills, stay on top of the mortgage, and ahead of their own budgets, I will support plans to reduce their taxes and reject those that won’t.”  
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
