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Crenshaw Backs Resolution to Establish National Day of Recognition for Parents of Special Needs Children
WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw, a leader in the fight to achieve rights for individual with disabilities and their families, today backed House passage of a Resolution to Establish a National Day of Recognition for Parents of Special Needs Children. H. Res. 1576 passed by a vote of XXX.

“Individuals with special needs and their families know all too well the tough fight they must wage to achieve the same opportunities as other Americans. Setting aside a day of recognition for them provides an opportunity to shine a light on their struggles and successes so Congress and all Americans can listen and learn,” said Crenshaw, author of the Achieving a Better Life Experience Act (ABLE Act - H.R. 1205), legislation to create tax-deferred savings accounts for individuals with disabilities.

“I’m pleased this measure earned passage as one of many steps that can be taken to open the door to equality for all Americans. Moving ahead, I will keep fighting for the passage of the ABLE Act to help individuals with disabilities and their families in the area of financial planning,” Crenshaw continued.

“The need for savings is even greater for a child with a disability because he or she will be less likely to earn an income and may require additional medical treatment or adaptive equipment. This bill would give families of people with disabilities with the financial tools to save for their child’s future just like other American families do,” said Crenshaw.

H.R. 1205 has earned the backing of numerous organizations, including the National Down Syndrome Society, Autism Speaks, Special Olympics, United Cerebral Palsy, and the National Disability Institute.  Support for the legislation has grown to 227 Members of the House and Senate.
