WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw today (11/10) issued the following statement in honor of Veterans Day:

“November 11 was designated to not only honor the World War I peace agreement, but to pay tribute to all veterans who have stood watch and fought for the preservation of freedom and independence.

“Each and every year, I am humbled to learn newer stories of the service provided by our servicemen and women across the generations.
