CRENSHAW CASTS ANOTHER VOTE TO CUT BIG GOVERNMENT SPENDING WITH “YOUCUT”

Votes to reform Fannie Mae/Freddie Mac and save taxpayers $30 billion 

WASHINGTON, DC – Continuing his battle against big government spending, Congressman Ander Crenshaw voted today (6/9) to save taxpayers $30 billion by reforming the Government Sponsored Enterprises Fannie Mae and Freddie under the YouCut project. 

“Americans are fighting to live within their own budgets, and they want Washington to do the same. With this vote and two previous YouCut votes, I stand with them and have voted to cut $34.5 billion in wasteful government spending. Unfortunately, the majority of Democrats don’t as evidenced by their votes to defeat all YouCut projects to date,” said Crenshaw, a Republican Deputy Whip. “Congress will not solve Washington’s addiction to big spending in one fell swoop. However, we can move one step at a time to change Capitol Hill’s culture from spending to savings. That’s what YouCut is all about. Americans tell us what big government projects can be cut and Congress takes a vote – each and every week. The response has been overwhelming, and I encourage everyone to join in and be heard.”
The House voted down this latest YouCut proposal by a vote of 230 - 180. A fresh round of spending cut options is now posted on the YouCut website at http://republicanwhip.house.gov/YouCut. Individuals can log on to cast or text in their choice from a list of five proposed spending cuts. 
In the current round of voting, Americans can cast their vote for a favorite cut from the following five options: Sell excess federal property for up to $15 billion in savings; terminate duplicative federal bicycle and walking program for $183 million in savings; terminate new federal truck parking facilities program for $6.25 million savings; terminate security funding for private bus companies for $12 million savings; terminate the Ready to Learn television program. 
House Democrats have defeated the following proposed spending cuts on the floor of the U.S. House of Representatives:

Week one: $2.5 billion – Eliminate duplicative welfare program.

Week two: $2 billion - Eliminate federal employee pay raise. 

Week three: $30 billion - Reform Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac.

Crenshaw, Republican Deputy Whip and member of the Whip’s Economic Recovery Working Group, joined House Minority Whip Eric Cantor (R-VA) in announcing the new YouCut program on May 12. 
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
