
CRENSHAW LAUNCHES CONGRESSIONAL CAUCUS 

FOR EFFECTIVE FOREIGN ASSISTANCE 

WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw, co-chair of the Congressional Caucus 

for Effective Foreign Assistance, helped launch the Caucus during a Capitol Hill reception on 

May 12.  The following is text of his comments at the reception which was held in the Rayburn 

House Office Building: 

“Thank you all for attending the launch of the Congressional Caucus for Effective Foreign 

Assistance. Our membership includes a group of like-minded Members of Congress for the 

purposes of examining the way the United States currently delivers foreign assistance, exploring 

success stories found in the efficient delivery of assistance, and furthering the overall 

effectiveness of foreign assistance.   

“With today’s current economic climate, it is even more important for government to use each 

and every dollar more efficiently and effectively. The way we deliver foreign assistance should 

not be immune from this analysis, and must be balanced to ensure that the United States 

successfully achieves its critical international policy objectives. 

“As we launch this caucus will examine how our nation delivers its foreign aid, outline success 

stories, and target how aid can be distributed effectively in the coming years. Stable international 

partners, accountability and transparency, access and development of sustainable global markets, 

poverty reduction, and greater national security can be developed from the effective delivery of 

foreign assistance.  In our increasingly interconnected world, these goals are in everyone’s best 

interest. 

“I want to take a moment to also thank those who have discussed the concept of the caucus and 

worked with us over the last few months as we prepared for today’s event.  Specifically, I want 

to acknowledge the insights and suggestions provided to our offices by Jim and Erin from the 

Millennium Challenge Corporation, Porter Delaney from the Modernizing Foreign Assistance 

Network, and many others from many of the organizations that are represented here today.
