CRENSHAW STATEMENT ON THE PRELIMINARY CBO COST ESTIMATES

OF THE DEMOCRATS’ HEALTH CARE BILL

WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw today (3/18) released the following statement on the Congressional Budget Office’s (CBO)  preliminary cost estimate of the Democrats’ government takeover of health care:
“According to the CBO, Democrats want to spend $1 trillion, raise roughly one-half trillion dollars in new taxes, cut Medicare by more than one-half trillion dollars, and increase Americans’ health insurance premiums to reform health care. 
“That’s not what individuals, families, small business owners, and farmers across the Fourth Congressional District tell me they want. Instead, they have urged me to help them secure more access to affordable health care. They reject the Democrats’ takeover of health care because it taxes too much, spends too much, and increases premiums too much.”
Crenshaw voted against the Democrats’ health care reform bill on November 7, 2009 and remains steadfastly opposed to that plan. The Republican proposal he voted for last November lowers costs, increases access to care, ends lawsuit abuse, and preserves the doctor/patient relationship – without raising taxes.
