Kings Bay sailors part of group to complete
 1,000 Ohio-class ballistic missile submarine deterrent patrols

WASHINGTON,  DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw recently commended the dedication of the United State’s Submarine Force by supporting House passage of legislation honoring sailors for completing 1,000 Ohio-class ballistic missile submarine deterrent patrols.

They play a critical role in our national defense and deserve this recognition as they continue to stand firm for freedom.”

The resolution (H. Con. Res. 129) is sponsored by Congressman Norm Dicks (D-WA) and passed the House unanimously by voice vote on December 2. The measure will next be taken up in the Senate.
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
