Crenshaw Secures Spot for JAX Department’s U.S. Flag to be Flown at Ground Zero: Stars and Stripes will Return to JAX for Permanent Placement

WASHINGTON, DC – Congressman Ander Crenshaw today (2/2) announced he has received a commitment from the New York City Veterans Affairs Office to fly a flag from the Jacksonville Fire Department’s Veterans Affairs Office at Ground Zero in New York City in honor of all 343 firefighters who died in the terrorist bombings of September 11.

Lt. Skip Smith of the Jacksonville Fire Department presented Crenshaw with the flag today (2/2) at the Congressman’s District Office as part of the Department’s efforts to build a permanent memorial in Jacksonville to all firefighters who died at Ground Zero. The flag will be sent to New York and flown at Ground Zero and will be returned to Jacksonville at a later date for permanent placement on an island in the Intercoastal Waterway south of Atlantic Boulevard. 

 “Our own Jacksonville Fire Department deserves thanks for its efforts to honor all 343 firefighters who died in the line of duty in the terrorist bombings of September 11,” said Crenshaw. “Thanks to the Department’s work, all of Jacksonville will have the opportunity to pay their respects to the firefighters who perished that tragic day when the flag is later returned for permanent placement closer to home on a small island in the Intercoastal Waterway that will be named Hill 343. I’m honored to be asked to play a small role in this project. We must never forget the firefighters and all who perished that day at the hands of terrorists.”
